My comments on the Woodmen Road Corridor Improvement Project, to URS follow. | am a Brookwood resident, therefore
having a direct stake in the future of Woodmen Road. Though the overpass was unanimously voted upon by the City Council on I-
24-06, surely you can see the consequences of traffic we already have. All the design work of widened lanes at Woodmen and 125
will not accommodate a smooth traffic flow now. When through traffic takes place over two flyovers at Union and Academy
(both on Woodmen) imagine the bottleneck created then, trying to enter 125. Just as puzzling will be accesses to Brookwood, the
Brookwood apartments, Yorkshire and the King Soopers Shopping Center—the latter which serves as a very significant tax base
for the city. Our community of 127 houses (254 cars plus) is asked to share an access road with 183 apartment dwellers, of only
a few yards entry to Brookwood street. This is a traffic nightmare. We already have a safety issue with backup traffic on our
street as a result of customers entering and leaving Starbucks. We will have the traffic from Starbucks and the residents from the
apartments and anyone else that cuts in from Woodmen using that new road coming onto Brookwood—our only way out of the
neighborhood. We need a full service intersection. You need to mitigate the problem in some way.

We are told we may have to go all the way to Dublin Blvd. to make a left turn to come back North and enter our neighborhood.
This is very risky and blatantly endangers our safety, as commonly, westbound cars on Dublin make their free right turns onto
Academy at the same time U-turns are taking place.

Another key issue is the noise level that will be created by the widening. Five homeowner groups were represented at the City
Council meeting January 24, 2006. Their top concern was the noise created by all this traffic the widened Woodmen would allow,
not to mention added pollution. Every Homeowner President requested a noise wall barrier which they need. Considering the
imposition this huge thoroughfare is going to inflict upon the neighborhoods affecting the quality of life and real estate values, the
least you could do would be to build adequate noise wall barriers.

| was told at the Jenkins school meeting no study has been done in three or four years for decibel levels. In that short period of
time traffic has increased considerably on Woodmen and Academy. Who decides decibel levels? What does acceptable decibel
levels mean? Some of our citizens would be interested to know. Take for example, Mrs. Lois Johnson, who lives at 1066 E.
Woodmen who states “Today the only way you can get away from the traffic sound is to go to my guest bedroom or turn my
television on”. Also, Mr. Robert Barrier who lives at 1166 E. Woodmen who says, “Nobody wants to live here residentially
because (of) the decibel level.” Refer The Slice section of Gazette dated January 11, 2006, Page 1, Article “Driven Off
Woodmen”, Page 3 and 4. The current volume of traffic has created a noise pollution problem for the adjoining neighborhoods.
When Woodmen traffic doubles, this will be unbearable.

Already | see the upper half of semi trucks blazing up and down Woodmen Road with the roar of the noise they make. The
citizens who border Woodmen must live with this continual roar.

Developers, Rosenbaum and Dean built an 8-ft. wall along the Brookwood community side of Woodmen. | understand the city
still owes for it. Due to the slope as the wall stair steps along it appears the wall is nowhere near an 8-ft. height. The wall needs to
be 16 or more feet high. We’re told the footings won’t hold an extension. Did the city understand what materials were used, that
the blocks were hollow? It’s curious how the eight foot high fence even holds up. We have several holes in the wall from people
running into it now. We know why. The wall is weak. It keeps nothing out except pedestrians. The noise of traffic continues to
penetrate our neighborhood. We need a higher wall.

We have a unique and well established neighborhood in Brookwood. It still has a rural flavor. The streets are not to city code as |
was told years ago, they are narrower. There are no sidewalks or streetlights, and we all like it that way. We are trying to preserve
some small semblance of what was here in the past and at the same time, to accept new changes such as the widening of
Woodmen Road. Ina complicated and difficult world, we would hope the agencies involved in the Woodmen Project would
respect our efforts in trying to preserve the character and dignity of our neighborhood. Our taxes have been raised. We hope for
your consideration, compromise, and cooperation.

Several years ago a very expensive study was done regarding the improvement of east/west mobility in colorado Springs. at that
time it was recommended to improve five corridors in order to distribute the traffic and create the least impact on any one area. It
appears this study was basically ignored by the powers in charge and they have focused only on Woodmen Road.

The porposed flyover concept would cause major impact on numerous businesses and residential areas along North Academy and
Woodmen Road. The flyover may help alleviate the traffic congestion closer to where both streets join with I1-25to the north and
west.

I have personally attended numerous city council meetings, URS meetings and other miscellaneous meetings on this subject.
Numerous drawings of Woodmen Road over and Academy Blvd under have been shown. Approved drawings of entrance and
egress routes to businesses and residential areas are non-existent. Other unanswered questions are: how will traffic be rerouted for
a two to three year construction period? what will happen to established businesses during this construction period?

This project has not yet been approved and it is now time to reconsider recommendations of the east/west mobility study. If the
listed routes were all improved, including the Woodmen Road/Academy Blvd. intersection, a flyover would not be required. It is
mandatory to improve all five routes rather than spend so much money to direct traffic down to one already congested area.

MS. CERJAN: My name is Bernie Cerjan, my address is 6910 Rosewood Circle, Colorado Springs, 80918. I'm
representing WEC, which is the Woodmen Enhancement Committee. We've worked with the city and with URS and BRW to
come up with a solution for the obvious and maybe not-so-obvious problems that were faced in the design of the improvements on
Woodmen Road. We think we're getting down to the finishing touches, but major, major problems still exist with -- in a couple of
areas.

Primarily, we're concerned with the access in and out of Brookwood and Yorkshire. We would like to have some more
done on that, more feedback through the neighborhood -- the two neighborhoods, and come up with something that still needs to
be agreeable.

I do want to be on record to say that if the improvements did not include an overpass, the road would be already built by
now, because there would be no opposition. We're not opposing the improvements or the widening of Woodmen Road. The
major concern to the businesses and the neighborhoods in the area around Woodmen and Academy Boulevard, is the impact that a
major, major overpass will have there.

I understand the funding reasons. | understand the political reasons. But, I still do want to still be on record to say that
when federal funding creates its own problem, or creates a serious problem for everyone else, it's really a little bit ridiculous. In
order to qualify for the funds, the overpass must be in place, causing serious invasive problems for access and for noise and for
light problems.

With the increase in traffic that will be using Brookwood Drive as an exit, creating a right turn lane would improve traffic flow
considerably. If there will be an enterance into the King Soopers shopping center from York Drive, more people will be going
straight on Brookwood, across Academy Blvd, and using the new entrance into the shopping center. With the present situation of
the straight through lane sharing a lane with the right turn lane, the traffic tie-up will be considerable without a designated right
turn. And with the foolish way that Starbuck's was allowed to have a drive through enterance only yards from Academy, on
Brookwood Drive, mark my word...this is a disaster waiting to happen.

Also, creating a right hand turn lane from North bound Academy Blvd onto Brookwood Drive is a must. This is another one of
those disasters waiting to happen. Turning onto Brookwood Drive from high speed Academy Blvd, and making the greater than
90 degree turn that is necessary to accomplih this is a very dangerous task without a turning lane.

Then, of course, there is the issue of the untouchable Spikes Place and The Mission Inn parking lot (at Academy & Brookwood
Drive) that seems to have been grandfathered into the relm untouchable.

Unfortunately, | am forced to drive 1-25 south every afternoon from Castle Rock. It has given me plenty of time to consider the
problems associated with 1-25, both north and south. | have a few ideas why the Woodman interchange is causing traffic to back
up on 1-25, how to fix it, and how to avoid traffic jams in this area.

Traffic backs up in this area not because of traffic, but because of the widening of Woodman. Before the widening there was only
one turn lane onto I-25 south. Now, after the widening there are two turn lanes that allows twice the number of cars on the
interstate. However, the interstate is not able to handle the increase.

In order to fix this area there needs to be three projects completed. One, which seems to be in motion, is the widening of 1-25. The
second project is to make it illegal to get on I-25 south at Woodman and exit at Nevada. This fuels the congestion at that
interchange from commuters attempting to cross two lanes (three after the widening of 1-25). The third is to find an alternate route
for commuters that need to get from Woodman to Nevada.

In 2005, the intersection of Dublin and Academy was the city's 5th most dangerous according to a senior crime analyst with the
Colorado Springs Police Department. The way the Woodmen Road overpass is currently planned more traffic will have very few
alternatives but to go through that intersection where they don't go now. From Vincent to Dublin or from Union to Dublin traffic
will have no choice but to go through the intersection at Academy in order to make a cross traffic turns onto Academy. In order to
get into the Brookwood neighborhood coming from off of Woodmen, a driver will have to go to Dublin and Academy and make a
u-turn in the city's 5th most dangerous intersection.

My comments are as follows: I've lived in Colorado Springs since 1982. | have, indeed, witnessed the growth going on in
this area. Like most citizens of Colorado Springs, | agree that something has to be done on Woodmen Road to accommodate the
increased traffic out east.

I served for three years, or how ever long it ran, on the East-West Mobility Study. | believe that we are still trying to force
most of the eastern traffic to come down Woodmen Road to get on to the Interstate, or, in the alternative, to use Highway 24,
which really doesn't hook up to the Interstate directly; that has to be done by way of going one direction or another, either onto the
MLK Bypass, or when you get downtown, on -- over to Bijou.

I think it is unconscionable that Woodmen Road should be turned into what will become an expressway, notwithstanding
the fact that City Council has voted against doing so, yet that is what is going to happen. It is unconscionable because we are not
making use of other east-west corridors.

We spent some $20+ million dollars, at least, building an interchange at Fontinero and 1-25. IN anticipation, the Centennial
Boulevard would hook up to that on one side, and Constitution would hook up on the other side.

The people of this area forget that Colorado Springs extends beyond Filmore Drive. The power of the city is concentrated
downtown, and through that power, they have eliminated Constitution as an east-west corridor.

During the East-West Mobility Study, we also talked about having perhaps a -- I've got to think of the name of the street
now. I'msorry, | can't think of the name of the street, but it is the street that crosses Academy in two spots. One is just north of
Austin Bluffs, where the post office is, and the other is the very street that Target is and the 5700 or 5500 block. Oh, I'm sorry, it's
Montebello. Having Montebello cut through the UCC area to -- at least to Nevada, North Nevada, so that people could get back
and forth that way.

The University has dug its feet in the ground and nobody in town wishes to argue with the University over that route, just as
nobody in town has the guts to argue with the people on Constitution about making an east-west route there, which is imminently
the correct decision to do, because of the Constitution going all the way out to Highway 24 and the availability of the railroad
track right-of-way where it ends on Paseo or El Paso Street, using that to extend it down the old railroad right-of-way where there
are absolutely no buildings of any significance to be impacted. There are no houses to be impacted, since most of it would be
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below grade in the railroad right-of-way, and have it come into that very expensive interchange at Fontinero.

The Woodmen Road corridor does need to be improved. | do not disagree that it should be made into six lanes with
appropriate right and left turn lanes to increase the flow of traffic. Right now, it is wide enough to make traffic across Woodmen
at Academy six lanes, yet it's only two lanes. If that were made six lanes, that would increase the traffic flow by 50%.

With the opening of Powers down to Highway 83 and the availability of people getting to other parts of town and the
Interstate going north on Briargate Parkway and Interquest Parkway, the Woodmen traffic has already not shown the increase
anticipated, yet | doubt that has been taken into consideration.

As far as the construction is concerned, my business will be severely impacted. There must be extreme measures taken to
mitigate the impact on the businesses in this area. We pay a tremendous amount of taxes, we are in a very high business area, and
1 do not want to see what happens in this stretch as happened along Austin Bluffs when it was rebuilt a couple of years ago.

I am a sole proprietorship or an S- corporation, but essentially | have everything | own in my business. | am the smallest
business in that whole shopping center, probably the smallest owned business from Woodmen down to the Air Force Academy
entrance. If | suffer a significant loss of traffic into and out of my business, | will be in bankruptcy.

As far as my home is concerned, | am very concerned about the amount of noise that is going to be thrown into my
neighborhood, Falcon Estates, because the overpass will raise the noise above grade where it is now, and allow that noise to
dissipate in all directions, including my home. It will also allow more traffic, lighting to invade what is a country enclave within
the City of Colorado Springs.

As | understand it, the recommendations will be to -- not to improve the sound wall at Brookwood, which was promised, to
make only sound walls on the north side of Woodmen Road -- I'm sorry, the south side of Woodmen Road, because the receptors,
quote- unquote, on the north side of Woodmen Road are not worthy of having sound mitigation.

We are not receptors, we are people. The word "“receptor" is an affront to those who live there in very expensive homes that
pay lots of taxes and are trying to preserve our way of life.

I do not believe that a raised intersection is needed there. | believe that this process has been wholly aimed in that direction
from the very beginning, from since before the East-West Mobility Study, when Mary Lou Makepeace and Jim Mullen were
running everything and invested all of their political capital into trying to make an expressway loop from Woodmen to Powers to I-
25 to Highway 24 and the Martin Luther King Bypass.

Nobody has the guts to say, “Well, we were really wrong to do that, so let's re-think things." Everything has been pushed in
this direction, the conclusions were pre-ordained, the decision was pre- ordained, and this one heck of a way to run a city.

I think that | am part of the environment, my store is part of the environment, my house is part of the environment, and
because I'm not some little jumpy mouse that I get no say so in this. And | would hope very much that the federal government see
the folly of spending this kind of money, which is going to increase — going to let people run across faster from one part of
Woodmen to the other just to sit at 1-25 a minute or two longer. It might even save them a minute if they're going from Powers to
1-25. We're going to spend $100 million dollars so people can save a minute on one end of their trip, only to be bound up at the
other end of the trip waiting to get on I-25.

Although 1-25 is working very well right now, I'm not sure exactly what that impact will be on that.

I don't know the advantage to traffic on Academy Boulevard, whisking them under a Woodmen Overpass. Where are they
going to go now — or then that they can't go now, except to the next stop light? I'm not sure this has been thought through. I'm not
sure the ingress and egress to Brookwood has been thought through. I'm not sure the impact on Yorkshire has been thought
through. The people who are now going to have to go down Yorkshire Road, turnaround, and come back out on Academy to get to
where they want to go. The impact on that school down there, the houses down there, | just do not think this is well thought
through.

So in conclusion, | do not believe this is the appropriate use of our money. Our money would be more wisely spent
widening Woodmen to six lanes, as promised, with a median of some substance that beautifies the area and not turns it in -- does
not turn it into just another urban blight area.

I am real concerned about the King Soopers Shopping Center turning into a bunch of bingo parlors and outlets for Salvation
Army and other charitable organizations, rather than contributing significantly to the economy and the neighborhood.

I wish you would sincerely look at what happened at Fountain Boulevard and Circle and see the devastation to that area
caused by an overpass, and not allow the same to happen at Woodmen Road. That does nothing for the environment. It does
nothing for traffic. All it does is depress people, separate people, separate neighborhoods, and make this is a worse place to live.

MR. ERWIN: My name is Chuck Erwin, my address is 2764 Oro Blanco Drive, that's in Clorado Springs, Colorado. My
concern is with the improper configuration for the Woodmen and Academy interchange. | am definitely for an interchange;
however, it should remove the stop lights from Woodmen, not Academy. Academy is very close to build-out; removing a stop
light from Academy on Woodmen -- | mean, from -- moving the stop light on Academy at Woodmen would only provide signal-
less travel for about a half a mile between York and the next shopping center stoplight, whereas if you remove the stoplight on
Woodmen, combine them --combine the shopping center lights at Sam's Club, have an underpass there, and also have an
underpass at King Soopers light, combine that at the stoplight at Home Depot, so you'd remove the stoplight at Home Depot, but
the access under and over -- | mean, underneath Woodmen, between the two shopping centers, would service, at King Soopers,
that underpass would serve as both shopping centers. This would provide signal-less travel between Campus Drive all the way
over to Lexington because of the interchange at Union. That's approximately -- well, that's over -- well over two miles.

I have submitted a proposal, it's not an accurate sketch as far as angles, but it's a concept as far as what I'm proposing. And
what | would propose happen is westbound traffic that's wanting to stop and shop at the Sam's Club or Academy or Home Depot
would exit before Sam's Club, there would be an underpass if they needed to go into other areas on the other side, or continue out
west, crossing Academy, continue over to Home Depot, if they wanted to go to King Soopers, they would go under the underpass
that connects Home Depot and King Soopers, and then they would - if they wanted to travel back east, they would hit the frontage
road and come back onto Woodmen after Academy and vice-versa.

Traffic traveling east, if they wanted to go to the Home Depot, would exit and then go underneath the underpass. If they
wanted to continue on to Academy, they could do so via the frontage road, or continue on to Sam's before coming back onto
Woodmen.

The reason for this also is clear, because of the proposed development. Again, Academy is close to build-out. There is very
little additional development that's going to go on Academy versus banning Lewis Ranch. That's 75,000 homes, those people are
going to have to find a way to go east or west; primarily go west into town.

That the only routes will be US 24 currently and Woodmen Road. There are no other routes to go west into town currently.

There is also Santa Fe Trails, Meridian Ranch, Woodmen Hills, all these other developments point to a huge amount of
increased traffic on Woodmen. It's very important that we remove the traffic signals from Woodmen for future traffic flow.
Removing it from Academy is not going to do near as much for the long term as removing the signals from Woodmen.

I am very much for a freeway on Woodmen,the whole corridor. | am also for, again, removing those signals off of
Woodmen, and | will submit to you the reasons, kind of in a bullet format, and also a schematic as to kind of a rough sketch as to
the configuration that I think will answer the congestion issues there at Woodmen and Academy. | realize it may have a larger
footprint, there may be additional right-of-way and/or businesses that may need to be required -- | mean acquired with this type of
configuration, but so be it.

Yes, | live on Gale Place, which is
dead-ending into Woodmen Road, and currently they are showing a cul-de-sac is going to be closed off from Woodmen. That
means that our access is going to be moved out towards Schreider Road. But the problem with that is, that everybody across the
street from me, which is Pinelli Place, the apartments, are allowed to continue to have a right in and right out at least, or even
crossing the road. That means we on the north side are apparently not smart enough to cross a road or go in right in, right out, so
we're going to have to take a out to Schreider, down to Stinson, come out on Stinson to Woodmen if we want to go north or south
out of our development. And I think it should be a share between the neighborhood. Just because we have less people living on
the north side should not be the only reason to have us penalized by taking 45 or 50 feet of property of ours, while the south side
is not impacted at all.

I know it's a money problem, but getting to the money problem, currently Gale has a cul-de-sac ending about 300 feet from
Woodmen, and on the latest projection, | saw now they're going to move that cul-de-sac down to Woodmen, which means it goes
240 feet to the end of Woodmen to have to widen the road.

| have taken an active roll in the local traffic planning process for the Pikes Peak region. | support the need to increase traffic
capacity for this rapidly growing region. | disagree with the decision to place a disproportionate level of the regional traffic on the
Woodmen corridor in contrast to all the east west corridors identified in this planning process. However, the decision of the
planners was to proceed in this way and the need to increase capacity is so urgent that | support going ahead with this plan
without delay.

In the lengthy planning process much was made of the hardships that it would have placed on other corridors had more of the
traffic burden been placed on them as part of the solution to the city traffic problem.

My concern now is how much consideration has been taken in the design and construction planning to mitigate the hardships that
are inevitable for the residents and businesses of the Woodmen corridor?

| have participated in the citizen portion of the environmental assessment (EA) for the Woodmen project which is being addressed
at this hearing. | have asked numerous questions of URS about how they will mitigate some of the anticipated hardships expected
from this change in the corridor as well as those produced by construction activity. | believe others must have some of these same
concerns. To my knowledge URS has done little to provide any specifics on the subject.

One concern that would directly affect my business is the access to Brookwood residents and businesses. | am told by URS that
they will ask for approval without coming to a decision on how to address this issue. Building a grade separated interchange at
Woodmen and Academy without a solution to this problem would very likely create a safety and congestion issue on the
Yorkshire side of Academy. The proposed interchange design would make if physically impossible for drivers coming off of east
bound Woodmen, from 1-25, turning southbound onto Academy to have reasonable access their homes or businesses in
Brookwood.

Approximately 120 single family residents, 150 apartment dwellers, as well as costumers and owners of 6 retail businesses would
be affected by this problem. | am concerned that the most probable solution these drivers will choose to resolve their dilemma
will be to turn west onto York, make a U-turn on one of the many un-curbed private properties in the Yorkshire business area and
use the stop light to cross Academy into Brookwood. In addition to the unsafe conditions this would produce the congestion at
the eastbound York and Academy intersection would be serious.

In meetings with URS to address this issue it has been stated by me, representing several business interests on both sides of
Academy, and by representatives from Brookwood Home Owners Association that building the overpass without, at the same
time, solving this problem is not acceptable.

The second issue which | have a serious concern over is the logistics of access to homes and businesses during the construction
period. This is an intersection with little room to divert the 80,000 cars a day that pass through it. Compared to most traffic
projects there are few alternative routes available to detour traffic through. | have heard estimates of 2 years or more to complete
this project, which sounds reasonable. Has there been an economic impact study done to determine what effect this project will
have on the business community? | recently walked the area and surveyed the businesses within just a two to three hundred yard
radius of the intersection. My count was over 100 businesses of sizes ranging from big box national chains to mom and pop types.

History of the effects of intersection construction at just two areas in the city that were built after those areas were already
developed with businesses should be studied. | recall articles in the local paper about the devastating effects on business caused
by the construction at both Austin Bluffs and Academy as well as at Fountain and Circle. The scope of this project, numbers of
businesses in the area, numbers of family incomes impacted, daily traffic volumes, lack of alternative routes, city wide congestion
expected, and just overall hardship, are just some of the concerns that need to be addressed.
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As closely as | have been a follower of this project | have not seen these issues addressed. My overall evaluation of the URS
project is that there has not been adequate consideration for the impact this project will have on the local community in the
corridor.

Has any consideration been given to a night time only construction schedule for this project? This does add to the cost but until
someone does a complete job of analyzing the economic impact to the community we will not know if it might be very cost
effective. | would like some details on the economic effect of long term construction of this intersection for over 100 businesses
before this project is approved by the Federal Highway Administrator.

Approval of the Woodmen EA is a critical step to provide funding for the needed capacity increases on this east west corridor of
Colorado Springs. Unfortunately the design that URS has proposed is not likely to produce the desired effects at a reasonable
expense to tax payers and just as importantly is contrary to the city wide plan that they themselves helped develop in a major long
term planning effort known as the East West Mobility Study. This study was paid for with Federal and State dollars that FHA
sanctioned. The study which took over a year to complete was represented by a large and diverse group of citizens. Technical
and traffic engineering information for the study was provided by URS, city traffic and planning staff, and PPACG professionals.
From this study a consensus was developed on how to best manage future traffic planning for Colorado Springs. This plan would
be the road map that best provided relief from increasing traffic congestion, with the least environmental, and neighborhood
impact, and in general provide the best overall solution. A major concept of this plan was to develop all 5 of the designated east
west corridors, “sharing the burden”, avoiding a freeway type solution on any one corridor.

As a user of this corridor for over 30 years it is my observation that the west end of Woodmen and the North end of Academy
Boulevard function during the traffic congestion periods as access ramps. Woodmen becomes a metering ramp for access to 1-25
much like the large metered flow access ramps on the new freeways in Denver and other larges city traffic plans. The north end of
Academy Boulevard, in addition to functioning as a ramp for traffic entering onto 1-25 , backs up with traffic trying to get through
security at the USAFA and filter into the large number of commercial and retail businesses along that stretch of road.
Consequently to spend 30 million dollars on a grade separated intersection at Academy and Woodmen will only result in the same
frustration of drivers waiting for traffic to disperse to these destination points. The only difference being that they will be waiting
above or below grade.

The only way to mitigate this would to be building major flyover type accesses at the intersection of these two roadways and I-25,
expedite the security checks to the USAFA, and find more efficient ways to get cars in and out of the local business sites. By
placing grade separated intersections at each crossing on Woodmen and flyover ramps where it intersects 1-25, this corridor
becomes a freeway by default. This is absolutely contrary to the recommendations of the East West Mobility Study.

There have been some local political pressures and a media in Colorado Springs that do not necessarily agree with the concept of
sharing the traffic burden. The front page headlines of the local paper this week declared “Woodmen Road has received key
federal approval, clearing the way to fund the $98 million dollar project.” Keep in mind that this was published before the citizen
input for the final hearing was initiated. The citizen input for this project has already dragged on so long that most of the original
interested citizens have become disenchanted with the process and feel that they’re wasting their time to participate. After
reading this kind of misinformation it is understandable if people felt like there was no reason to give their input. Of the 5 east
west corridors recommended to share the burden by the East West Mobility Study, not one of them, other than Woodmen Road,
has a direct connection to existing or planned north south roadways. Wouldn’t it seem logical to earmark the dollars it would cost
to build the 3 most western grade separated intersections on Woodman to improve the other corridors before turning Woodmen
into a freeway?

| strongly urge you to approve the widening and grade level improvements to this facility and deny funding the 3 western grade
separated intersections on Woodmen Road. Although | have participated actively in the citizen input part of this E.A., there are
several additional questions that have not been addressed should the grade separation approach be allowed to proceed. They are
related to access to some commercial and residential properties including low income residential property, the logistics of
handling daily traffic during construction, the economic impact to local business during construction, and the impact on adjacent
residential property values.

My comments are that I've walked the area immediately around the intersection, and easily | can identify 120-125
businesses. | don't see anything in the entire document that indicates that there's any studies been done to show what the
economic impact would be of that many businesses; possibly 2,000-3,000 employees in the City of Colorado Springs.

When | got to the mitigation of transportation issues or the construction period, which can be a year and a half to three years
long, all | see is that they're going to do detours. There's no indication of where the detours for 100,000 cars will go, there's no
indication of how many hours a day and what hours of lane closures there will be or how many lanes will be open. There's no
study to show what the economic impact on a city of this size would be to have that many employees affected by such an
operation. They worry a lot about whether the mouse and whether the birds and the wetlands and all the little creatures are being
taken care of, but where is the worry about how the people that live in this area are being affected? All it says is that the noise
studies do affect some people at levels that are a concern, but maybe there are not enough people to be worried about. If there was
one mouse to worry about, they'd be concerned. But a dozen people doesn't seem to bring about the same response.

Over all, I've been involved in this project in one way or another for eight years now. | know the EA hasn't gone on that
long, but one phase or another of what's going to happen to Woodmen Road has.

Of all the people | started this program with, | would guesstimate that there are probably 95% have now given up on the
citizen process. For that reason, you have very few people here that are being impacted. | know there are a lot of people here, but
it's only a small percentage of the total number of people that are being impacted.

The process has failed badly. | think the federal highway administrator needs to seriously take a look at whether they're
going to fund an overpass at Woodmen Road and Academy Road. | understand the Catch-22 process that's involved, that you can't
have financing for a road that any one part of it may fail. On the other hand, this intersection, because it's a destination point, from
that point west to the Interstate and on Academy from Woodmen Road to the Interstate in the shopping area, is strictly destination
end points of a road, there's always going to be traffic congestion at the interchange. The only difference will be that people will
either be sitting at a grade level waiting to get to where they want to go, or they're going to be sitting above or below grade level.

If they would take the $30 million that it's estimated to cost to build that overpass and put it towards the strategic planning
that city has gone through a few years back for its east-west traffic problems, it would be a whole lot more wise. But, the way
government works today is that you've got rules that say unless you reach a certain level of traffic at that intersection, you can't
have money for any part of the road. You've got a situation where they're going to do something that is not very practical.

We like the fact at the Cottonwood Creek Townhome Association, of which I'm the president of the board of directors, we
like the entrance and exit configuration that has been adopted, which essentially keeps what we have, but is designed specifically
for the six lane design of the road.

We also like the fact that we will not lose any land for the very narrow frontage that we have on the road, and that there will
be a sound barrier along the frontage of the property with Woodmen Road.

We are concerned, however, about the height of the sound barrier, which will be only eight feet. We will have not only
additional or heavier noise, road noise, than we have now, but there will be much -- since the overpass over Union will be above
the level of the road, there will be sounds that will penetrate into neighboring areas, and we feel that eight feet might be
insufficient to make us a good impact, or rather, dampen the noise from the road. We, therefore, ask that that be -- that height of
sound barrier be reconsidered for possible increase.

We are also concerned because of neighborly relationships with adjacent communities that the entrance into the Brookwood
neighborhood off of Academy, which will require a left turn across Academy for traffic moving south on Academy, that it is --
that the configuration or rather the design is not adequate for the kind of traffic needed into Brookwood, and perhaps ought to be
reconsidered for a easier flow of traffic, left turn. If not left turn, at least across Academy from the south side -- or rather from the
west side.

My husband and | own the Mission Inn Restaurant. We have met with city planners and gone over this assessment. Weare
concerned in every way about this project as a small business owner. The fact the city is going to "buy" six of our parking lot
spaces of course concerns us. The lost revenue from those spaces, over a 7-year period, is in the millions, which we should be
compensated for. Our goal is not to make money off the city for their “little” project; it's to make money off the city to save our
30-year-old business when they begin their "big" project. But, that is obviously something we have to hash out down the road. We
need to know as soon as possible about this matter.

The redesign of our lot will affect the placement of our restaurant sign. We do not want our sign right on Academy Blvd. We
would like to have it moved to as close to the corner as possible. If that means taking out the plant area and just putting our
current sign on a tall post (like Starbuck's) that is fine.

As for putting a bus stop in front of our property, | would assume that would mean purchasing more of our land than just the
parking spaces. More of our land that we do not want to sell in the first place. Our concern is why are you putting a bus stop
there? Right in the middle of this ever so necessary turning lane? Isn't that defeating the point of having a right turn lane? The
bus stop should be located on the other side of the creek, by Mission Auto or the tire place. City buses travel by at least twice an
hour, which will put them in the middle of the turn lane, congesting traffic once again. Maybe we did not understand this right
when we spoke with the designers, but that was our impression.

Another concern is that the plans calls for taking 6 of our lot spaces, but possibly giving three back. We are curious as to how this
will be done. If you are to make our current spaces smaller with the re-striping, that will not do. Out lot is already difficult to get
in and out of. Unless there is some additional land, we do not see how this is possible.

Another concern is the increased noise level and air quality during the 2 1/2 year construction process. From May thru the
beginning of October, our patio seating is a crucial part of our revenue. We stand to lose thousands of dollars in revenue if we are
not able to serve on our patio during this 5-month period due to noise and dust. Have you come up with ideas on how to solve the
noise and dust?

Well, since we are one of the businesses affected by this project, the above list represents only a small portion of our future
concerns. | am sure as we learn more, our concerns will only grow.

A number of residents and HOA Board members met last evening (16 Jan 06) to discuss their concerns regarding the widening of
Woodmen Road and the construction of an overpass at Woodmen and Academy. Most of the residents and HOA's recognize that
Woodmen Road needs to be widened and even that an overpass at Academy may be the only solution to the failing status of that
intersection. However. all of the residents and the HOA's believe that there has not been adequate planning on how to mitigate the
enormous impact the current design will have on the neighborhoods and businesses and how the traffic and environmental effects
of the construction will be controlled. Please consider these three issues in making your decision to proceed or not to proceed at
this time.

!. Three neighborhoods (Brookwood, Yorkshire and Falcon Estates) will have major ingress/exit problems - both during
construction and after implementation. If you carefully review the planned construction and final traffic plan, you will see that
these three sub-divisions are, for all practical purposes, left without any practical way of entering and exiting their homes. This
will have a substantial negative effect on the value of the homes in those areas. The overall effect on those neighborhoods will be
devastating.

2. There are about 120 businesses that are located in that area and dependent on traffic moving on Academy and Woodmen for
their business. There are banks, a veterinarian, apartments, a large Kings Sooper, Hobby Lobby and on and on. There is reason to
believe that when the current plans for the intersection are implemented, most former customers will avoid using that area for
shopping because it will just be too difficult to leave or enter those business areas. Without a doubt, most customers will avoid
the area during construction and many of the businesses will go out of business. A simple calculation will show that if each
business loses only $100 of business each day, it will result in about a $12,000 business loss per day to the economy in that area.
Some, for example, Kings Sooper and Hobby Lobby will experience much greater losses. You will agree, | am sure, that most
people will avoid the construction area if at all possible while the overpass is being constructed. How will they avoid the area?
By finding alternate ways through the surrounding neighborhoods which will have a major environmental impact on those
neighborhoods.

3. There is sure to be a significant environmental impact from the noise and air pollution on the surrounding neighborhoods. If
this has been addressed at all, it has not considered the construction phase when trucks, large construction vehicles along with the
normal traffic that is creeping through the construction zone are all creating environmental pollution. Vehicles on the raised
portion of Woodmen will be polluting directly into five large apartment buildings and many homes in the area.

While the group felt that improvements to Woodmen Road are justified, there was unanimous concern that the current plan to
construct an overpass at the Woodmen/Academy intersection has not been adequately planned and that if it is implemented as it
currently exists, it will be a disaster for the surrounding neighborhoods and the businesses located in that area. While the
overpass may be the only answer to a failing intersection, there are ways to implement it without causing the problems that seem
to be inevitable in the current plan. It would benefit the City and it's residents and businesses to resolve these issues before
moving ahead on the construction.

First, let me define that my residence borders the apartment complex situated at corner of Academy
and Woodmen(the Crossroads Apartments.) | have a flag lot that approximate 300 lineal feet of backyard fencing that either abuts
up to the aforementioned property and/or that of the mini-shopette adajacentm(Arlos, Friendlys, Freaky's)

My concerns are: Noise, Congestion, Acessibility, and Devaluation of Property as a result of the proposals I reviewed at the public
open house.

The recommendations to date have taken a beautiful oasis in what is becoming the heart of town, when my residences was built
Academy Blvd was virtually a dirt road, into an acessibility locked pill box.

As example, under current plans, if | want to go to Home Depot | will travel out of Brookwood, rt on Academy, take the exit
ramp(rt) go over academy, after the light, go a few hundred feet, stop again for the light that gives access to King Soopers, go to
the next light and then turn into Home Depot. NOW TO RETURN, | must either take a right to eastbound on Woodment,
opposite of my intended direction, go to Vincent, take a left and circle all the way down to Dublin, take a left onto Dublin,
guessing waiting two or three turns of the light before | can turn on to Academy, and get in the right lane to return to Brookwood,
keeping in mind I still will be held up by the light at Brookwood and Academy. | am guessing a two mile plus return for and intial
crossing of less than a half mile.

It is also my understanding the access to the Mission Inn, Starbucks and the Crossroads Apartments, will no longer be possible
from Academy. | do not mentioned the other businesses because the currently must use Brookwood as does the residents of the
neighborhood. Once these three entities must use only Brookwood to enter congestion will be immediate. There is less than two
car lengths distance from Academy before patrons of Starbucks are turning left into their establishment. Congestion will be
immediate and compounded by people from all factions using Brookwood to exit onto Academy either left or right turn.

On this subject, it is my understanding that a new entry into the Crossroad apartments will be made between Starbucks and
Freaky's. As mentioned above the fence line of my property extendes from Arlo's Barbershop for 300 plus feet. There are existing
Utility poles and transformers near the complex, the necessitating the traffic flow to go behind the complex and circle around to
those apartments fronting Academy. What this does is place these autos immediately in my backyard - car noises, mufflers, boom
boxes, etc., once again, traffic, congestion, devaluation of property.

I would also like to mention my concern for the traffic flow extending south on Academy to Dublin. My rear window affords me
the means to look out and observe the many many times Academy is backed up in the southbound lane of Academy beyond the
Brookwood entrance, as a result of the congestion and traffic flow on Academy. As long as that light exits, and | agree it is a
necessity, even more so now that you are forcing all of us to use that as a means to get back home, traffic will continue to
bottleneck.

As you can tell | have muliple issues with a concept that has no regard for the people immediately impacted. If this is truly a
community necessity and City Council truly has the neighborhood interests at heart then assurances must be given in writing the
Brookwood and its homeowners will not be adversely nor negatively impacted by these adaptations.

Woodmen Road between Marksheffel and US 24 was recently upgraded, | thought | would be able to commute faster east-west.
Boy was | mistaken, instead they built this 2-lane road (it appeared to be more lanes under construction) and they added lights for
several areas that make no sense whatsoever. (It was stupid to allow some builders to have access to their new developments from
a major thoroughfare.) The road itself is built for a much higher speed than what is posted. Traffic now flows slower than it did
before because of the traffic signals. We need to learn to build "freeways" with under/over-passes. Why do we keep shooting
ourselves in the foot? This approach should be applied as much as possible for the entire length of Woodmen Road. In fact, some
cross traffic should be analyzed for no access to Woodmen to allow N-S traffic flow in the crossover direction and not be hindered
by Woodmen.

We will not be able to get into our neighborhood from west or east Woodmen
Road. This is unacceptable! The design is poor. URS suggests making a U-Turn at Dublin Road, one of the 25 most dangerous
intersections in the city. Also, the plan causes our only road out to fail, immediately. The plan proposes opening our road to a 125
unit apartment building as their only way out. Currently they have 3 ways out. Again, poor design. This is a huge safety hazard for
us not only because of intersection congestion but also increased crime. We are already contending with a tatoo/drug solicting
operation in that area. Opening this road to the apartments just increases the opportunity for drug solicitation.

The second flaw is not allowing for a sound wall on the Woodmen Road side of the neighborhood. Woodmen calls for a 15 to 20
foot overpass and no sound wall. This is completely obsurd. Would anyone want a freeway in their backyard; the noise, the
pollution, the safety hazards of someone flying off the freeway into your house? This is just a respectful thing to do, don't you
think?

Looking at the current proposal for our neighborhood, there has been NO serious thought as to access and safety.

This project impacts values of homes in this area. Brookwood is an exclusive area in Colorado Springs. We are one of the only
residential neighborhoods that offer a quiet, serene environment; we have paid more money for our homes and have worked hard
physically to maintain that. A lot in this area alone is worth $90,000, which is among the highest in the area. | would think the
Federal Goverment, the State and the City would want to preserve our right to live here and maintain our investment in our homes.
I truly think this proposal, as far as it relates to our intersection at Academy and Woodmen Road, shows a complete lack of respect
and NO thought as to major impacts for us. It seems with projects like these that the urgency to push it through superceeds the
impact on PEOPLE, neighborhoods and natural animal habitat.

Because | expect this project will be pushed through, despite objections, | am asking for Federal mitigation money to fix the
abundance of flaws.

1. Of the alternatives presented by URS, option number two seems to present the fewest problems. An altenative that was not
considered would have been to build an entrance from Dublin through the appartment parking lot on the south side of Cottonwood
Creek via a bridge across the creek to the vacant lot on the south side of Brookwood Drive. This would allow a complete closure
of Brookwood Drive at the entrance to the Brookwoood Subdivision and provide a dedicated entrance to both the subdivision and
the appartments at Academy and Woodmen.

The major problem at the entrance to Brookwood is obviously Starbucks. Traffic into and out of Brookwood is often blocked by
Starbucks customers trying to turn South on Academy which means they cross Brookwood and often block Brookwood traffic
trying to turn right. Elimination of Starbucks is as reasonable as demolition of the old Napa building at the southeast corner of
Woodmen and Academy.

Construction of an access road for the appartments next to the Starbucks is really too close to be practical as it means traffic has to
merge at the same time it is turning on to Brookwood and then Academy.

We wish to express our concerns about the impact that the Woodmen Road Project will have on the Woodmen area residents,
especially our residential area of Brookwood. Primary concerns are traffic congestion and access to our area, noise and pollution
from the widened Woodmen Road, and the protection of the Woodmen Valley aquifers.

The current plans to change the Brookwood/N. Academy intersection will create unmanageable and unsafe traffic congestion.
Plans are now for N. Academy and Brookwood Drive traffic, Mission Inn traffic, Starbucks traffic, the strip shopping center
traffic, and the projected access road for apartment traffic all to meet within 20 or so yards of each other. This is a recipe for a
traffic nightmare. The only workable solution appears to be eliminating the Starbucks and the shopping strip and widening
Brookwood Drive at the Academy intersection to accommodate the already heavy subdivision and apartment traffic.

We were amazed and dismayed to see in the reports on the project that anyone could possibly think that the raising and widening
of Woodmen Road to 6 lanes will not require a higher and more sound deadening wall than is now provided. As residents of
Brookwood, we can assure you that the noise and pollution levels that exist now from only 4 lanes of traffic at the current level of
the road are too much for the 7 to 8 ft. cement block wall that now stands. Raising the road and adding more lanes will only
exacerbate an already extreme situation. If those in authority will not include a wall of adequate height and sound protection, then
the only other alternative is to buy out all the Brookwood (and York Estates and Cottonwood Creek) properties that back onto
Woodmen Road. Does any council member really believe that they and their families could experience any quality of life living in
such a situation as the one that they are expecting Brookwood residents to accept?

Finally, we have seen and heard little about another major concern that we have about the Woodmen Valley aquifers. Having gone
through the drought times of recent years with water restrictions and having observed the ongoing battles between Colorado
Springs and Pueblo over water, we can easily see that it would be folly to do anything to damage one of the few local sources of
water that our community has. The project needs to take all necessary steps to see that these aquifers are not contaminated or
compromised in any way. We would like to see more information on what steps are being taken to protect this invaluable
commodity.

I live in Yorkshire (immediatly east of Current). My concerns are about road development in this area. specifically, the sound
barrier along the entirety of the Yortkshire side of Woodmen (south side). | have seen a statement in the plans saying the wall is to
be 6 feet high. I have some statements to add to my first set of notes dated 1/10/06 (previous comment).

In speaking with Dan, he said there is a desire on the City';s part to save money and keep the existing weall. This is wrong for the
Yorkshire area.

The wall should be higher than 6 feet. It needs to be in the neighborhood of 10 feet tall since Woodmen Rd. is functionally a
freeway. In any event, the specification should state the minimum height and not simply a normal height.

The existing wall is not even 6 feet in several places when measureed from the base of the wall on the road side. Also there is the
consideration of where the height measurement should be made. the highest part of the road is generally above the base of the
wall. the height measurement should be from the highest part of the road (or base of the wall) to the lowest point of the top of the
wall. the top of the wall is stair stepped because woodmen Rd Rises when going from west to east.

We tried to have Home Depot build the wall above the requirement when it was being built, but they too wanted to save money
and took undesireable short cuts. We don't want these short cuts continued into the future while there is an opportunity to do the
job right.

Also, there are several places where the blocks are falling off. This is because the wall was not 6 feet high during construction and
as we complained to Home Depot, they simply had a row or two added in places. The verticcal steel bars were not added in these
places, so the blocks are just cemented in place. They will eventually fall off. This is happening already.
